Rules changes were presented and discussed. Changes attached. 

Motion: To approve changes as presented. Motion seconded and carried. Team delegates present allowed to vote on subsequent motions.

Procedures for both the Open and Over30 league were discussed in general.
Over30 Motion: To change the guest player rule from 12 to 14. Motion seconded. Discussion regarding the fact that this did not impact the unlimited use of guest females or guest goalies. Motion carried.  
Open Motion: To allow open substitution at all times once the minimum required rostered players are on the field. Motion seconded and carried.  
Over30 Motion: To reduce the age for Over30 division to 28 and allow Open Division team managers to play in Over30 league regardless of age. Motion failed to receive a second and did NOT pass.  
Shane informed all managers that teams would have to maintain a common uniform for all players on the team. Colors for each team discussed to avoid color conflict.

Games schedules discussed. Over30 games would be scheduled for Tuesday/Thursday at 8:00pm and Saturday as needed. Open division games would be Sunday afternoon and Monday, Wednesday, or Saturday as needed. 

Fees would remain the same for this season even though NT raised the fees this year. Rates remained unchanged mainly because teams were still undetermined. 
Registration can be completed electronically by team manager providing a completed spreadsheet electronically to the AC by 8/30. No new teams would be allowed after 8/30. Players can also register individually through GotSoccer using the online registration system and following the QuickGuide established on the website. New players will be accepted after 8/30, with a $15.00 late fee. 
Signed Release Forms would be required for ALL players. They can be turned in to the AC on 9/14 at the TSA General Meeting and playerID cards distributed for each release form provided. New players would need to submit a photo by 8/30 and could collect their playerID on 9/14 when they provide their release form and 2 forms of government/corporate PHOTO identification for age verification. Examples: TxDL, passport, work badge. 
Shane informed the managers that a new AC was required for the league to play the 2010/2011 soccer year. Andrew Taylor was nominated. No other nominations were made.
Motion: Elect Andrew Taylor as the Adult Commissioner. Motion seconded and carried.

Proposed Rule Change #1 – Elections
Explanation – Allow flexibility in the timing of the TASA meeting. 
EXISTING RULE:

The TASA Council shall elect the TASA Commissioner annually in May.

Proposed Rule Change #2 – Accounting of Funds
Explanation – Remove the requirement for extra accounting requirements at the end of each season. Instead, require an End of Year accounting similar to the youth divisions.
