Shane Best, TSA President, called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. at the Grayson County Courthouse in Sherman, Texas.

New Business

TSA President, Shane Best, reviewed the TSA Mission Statement and advised that the TSA website is the primary source of information and includes a calendar listing TSA activities and events. Coaches guide is on the website for reference. 

Director of Development will be conducting a G & F clinic this summer. All camps and clinics will be posted on the TSA website. 


Free coach’s clinic will be offered Friday 02/25 at Wilkes Pitch field in Sherman. Free player training will be offered at Austin College by players and coaches by youth division. Individual player training sessions will be offered by Brad Curley, this is being subsidized by the TSA Association first 65 players to register will get a 50% discount off of full price. 

  New contact for FC Dallas introduced and talked about incentives and opportunities for area players to develop. Noted that several area players have advanced and is now part of the FC Dallas organization. 

  TSA President Shane Best advised that Center Street fields and Fairview Park game fields in Sherman are game only fields and TSA teams cannot use these fields for practices.  Advised that if any teams are practicing on a Sherman School property, written approval from that school must be obtained.  Shane reviewed the NT Rule limiting team activity to 3 hours per week and the TSA lightning policy and indicated the lightning policy is also on the TSA website.  


Shane Best indicated that rosters have been sent to area directors and to not assume that a player is on your roster.  If a coach thinks a player is missing from their roster then they need to contact their area director.  


Shane Best advised that if a TSA team plans to play in a tournament, the coach needs to give TSA representatives at least 10 days notice requesting an official roster.  TSA will reimburse up to $100.00 for tournament play.  Shane also voiced Association concerns regarding texting and calling of youth soccer players. 

Shane Best advised of the parent code of conduct on the website. Encourage coaches to read and go over with their team parents. If there is a concern at the game fill out a game report immediately.

 Recreational soccer in Texoma Soccer has a mercy rule, coaches should not wait until the game is 8-0 to do something about the game – they should start swapping out players, put stronger players into defensive roles and take the opportunity to let players play positions they would not normally play. 


Shane Best advised that game schedules are final and that questions about rainouts or delays are answered on the TSA website.  Field layouts at Fairview have been changed by the City of Sherman and can be viewed on website.  Coaches were advised to remember the set up and take down of goals on game day. 

Shane Best talked about game protests. These need to happen at the field at the time of the game. Find a field Marshall and have them talk with the referees. 


The cold weather clothing policies were discussed, including:  players are allowed to wear hoodies and wind pants during a game but they cannot have anything hard hanging off the clothing.  The game jersey must be worn on the outside of any clothing, however, the shorts do not need to be on the outside of any clothing.  

Photos are scheduled at Fairview Elementary School on March 22nd. Photo link is on the website.

Coaches ID will be required for Spring season. Fall ID’s are still valid, if you do not have your Fall ID, please contact the registrar for a replacement ID card. Referees will be checking ID at each game. If you do not have a coaches ID you will be required to sit in the stands. 

End of Season Tournament is scheduled for 05/14 for the U9 and up Divisions. 

Texoma Cup Tournament is scheduled for 06/11, volunteers are needed.

Shane Best talked about Area Directors and their responsibilities. In doing so, it was identified that  a By-law change was needed to add additional Area Director for Sherman, who has only 1 Area Director with around 60% of the players. It was identified that an additional Area Director is needed for the Sherman territory. Motion was made to place an additional Sherman Area Director, motion passed. April Potts was elected to fill the new Sherman Area Director position. This position will run opposite years as current position. Omar Martinez will remain in his appointment and will now work with April Potts.

Shane Best talked about splitting the responsibilities of Director of Development. Our current Director of Development, Scotty Voight, is also our Denison Area Director. Director of Education position should focus on player and coaching education and the split of these duties should be renamed Director of Association Development, this position will be responsible for announcements and grant applications. Sean Summers volunteers for this position, motion made and passed. Sean Summers identified as the Director of Association Development. This should not be a conflict to his current role with the Referee Association.
Shane Best talked about new regulations for Teams beginning in Fall 2012. Coach and assistant coaches children would be the only guaranteed returning players to a team. All other teammates go into an open draft. Coaches can sign up together at time of registration however teams would not be carried over season to season. It was requested that this information be put on the website in order for public to review and vote at next general mtg.
